Firmly press the On/Off button until the SYS LED lights up (in about one
second), then release. Take a look at the LNK ACT light for ETHO; if the cable is
properly connected, the LNK ACT light should be on or blinking. (See the
illustration in step 3.)

To set up the groovBox, you'll use the groov Box components shown below.

When deciding where to place the groov Box, make sure there is room around the
front, top, and sides of the groovBox to allow air to flow freely around the device.
You need to be able to see the information on the bottom.

You'll need the activation key for step 6 when you activate your groov Box, so make
sure to put your activation key certificate in a safe place.
